It takes absolute Strength and courage to make INDUMATHI what she is today. She is a former
waste picker but was never ashamed of what she does.

She
creates awareness about waste segregation and with the partnership with BBMP she manages to
climinate 3500 KG of dry waste daily that makes significant difference and a better place to live
health.
